On 17 September 2025, NCDIEL and the GREENSMEs project hosted a High-Level 

Event at the Faculty of Mechanical Engineering in Skopje. Under the theme “Green SMEs for 

a competitive, resilient and more sustainable economy”, the event gathered key policymakers, 

project partners and stakeholders to explore the future of SMEs as they navigate the green 

and digital transition.
